Advertising, and Radio Broadcasting)

e Literary Arts (Literature, Creative Writing, Poetry, and Song-writing)

Selection of Candidates

e The committee who makes the decision is comprised of artists from all artistic
disciplines.

e Selection will be based on the material provided by the eligible candidate
(references, educational standing, and personal statement).

e Funds will be disbursed to the chosen recipient upon proof of student’s
registration in a qualifying program of study (candidates must be prepared to
provide a letter of acceptance and proof of enrolment).
